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NC E PRESENCE OF MR. E. R. VAN RENSBURG, the 

organising secretary of the South African Mine- 
workers' Union, with the South African delegation who have 
left for Caux, in Switzerland, where they will attend the 
Moral Re-armament World Assembly, falls in line with the 
Assembly's policy this year. They lay emphasis on the fact _ 
that the 1,200 Buchmanites 
will include a strong contin-
gent of trades union leaders. 
From Britain, for instance, 
some of the most powerful 
trade unions have sent dele-
gates.
