
Hunte backs ties
FORMER West Indian
test cricketer, Mr Con-
rad Hunte, has come
out in favour of the
international cricket-
ing community renew-
ing ties with South
Africa because of the
moves toward multi-
racial cricket in this
country.

In a n  interview yester-
day, M r  Hunte, a full-time
Christian worker  f o r  t he
M o r a l  R e a r m a m e n t
Movement i n  Br i ta in  who

visiting Cape Town with
4 other members o f  the

movement said 'he was en-
couraged b y  the  sincerity
i n  the moves toward mul-
tiracial sport.

But, he said, i t  was ob-
vious S o u t h  A f r i c a  h a d

with SA
n o t changed a l together
toward mult i racial ism i n
sport.

' I t  i s  m y  opin ion t h a t
s p o r t s m e n  should  b e
allowed t o  p l a y  against
each other.  Even i f  they
disagree, they should meet
and play and try to under-
stand each other.

RECONSIDER
'I would l ike to  see the

West I nd ies  p l a y  Sou th
Africa, and  the  countries
who h a v e  severed t h e i r
sporting l i n k s  w i t h  t h i s
country should reconsider
their stand i n  view o f  the
moves toward  mult i racial
sport.

'It's better to  have part
of t h e  c a k e  instead o f
refusing to eat,' Mr  Hunte
said.

He said i t  was n o t  h is
business t o  in ter fe re  i n
t h e problems o f  Sou th
Africa.

'I don ' t  wan t  t o  po in t
fingers b  u t r a t h e r  s e e
where we are a t  faul t  ac-
cording t o  t h e  standards
of Christ. I ' ve  come here
to learn to understand the
people and their  problems
and t o  share w i t h  t hem
my experiences.

UPHEAVALS
'I am aware tha t  there

have b e e n  upheavals i n
this coun t r y  a n d  w o u l d
like t o  see t he  race d i f -
ferences corrected f o r  the

r sake o f  South A f r i ca  and
the world.

' B u t  I  bel ieve t h a t
South A f r i c a  m u s t  w o r k
out i t s  own solutions and
feel t h a t  n o  one country
should dictate to  another.
They should rather advise,
counsel and inform.

'The o n l y  way  t o  he lp
the country i s  t o  v is i t  i t ,
meet t h e  people, under -
stand the i r  problems and
s h a r e  experiences,x h e
said.

There were three things
that encouraged h i m  —
South A f r i c a n s  l oved
South Afr ica; there was a
great moral  and spir i tual
reservoir; a  n d s i m i l a r
problems ex i s ted  e  1 s e-
where.

SOLUTIONS
I f  South  A f r i c a  cou ld

find so lu t ions  i t  w o u l d
have much effect on over-
seas countries and change
world opinion, he said.

' I  bel ieve people over. ,1
seas have only one side of (
this country, the problem-
atic side.'
