REST OF
AFRICA

DUNG South African volunteers will soon be spear-

heading an ambitious plan to give practical help
and advice to developing countries in the rest of Africa.

The scheme is the brain-child of Mr. Nico Ferreira,
a director of the Moral Re-Armament organisation. H e
haw e d  i t  the Springbok Stampede — which is also
the m e  of a musical show opening in Durban today
to ra Le funds to put the plan into operation by January.

Mr. Ferreira's mission is to
recruit young  teachers, f a r -
mers, engineers a n d  o t h e r
experts to form the backbone
of a  voluntary service which
would in i t ia l ly  go to  work  in
neighbouring countries. Later,
wi th Government  approva l ,
i t  c o u l d  b e  expanded  t o
States w h i c h  a r e  n o w
strongly an t i -South Afr ican.

VITAL ROLE
The "s tampede"  o v e r  t h e

borders i n t o  n e i g h b o u r i n g
States w i l l  help South A f r i ca
to p l a y  pe rhaps  i t s  m o s t
vital role i n  A f r i ca  —  giving
guidance and expert  instruc-
tion t o  l e s s  f  a t e
countries.

As soon a s  f i e ld  e r s
are avai lab le f o r  vo l un ta r y
service outside South A f r i c a
the organisers w i l l  have dis-
cussions w i t h  t h e  Govern -
ment t o  obta in i t s  approval.
