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CHIEFS SEE MRA PLAY 

Overflow Meeting Sees Earns 
The first performance of the 

Moral Re-Armament play "We Are 
To-morrow" on its tour through 
South Africa and other parts of the 
continent, took place in Umtata 
last night. 

The Jubilee Hall was packed to 
it-last seat, and 200 people were 
taken to an overflow " meeting 
where they saw MRA films.

Re-Armament." He identified him-
self with MRA and appealed to the 
audience to do the same, and to 
live the four absolute moral stan-
dards—honesty, purity, unselfish-
ness and love.

He was followed by his son and
